In 2009, Stage Two Downham stepped back in time! It had been 20 years since
the group had performed 'Round and Round the Garden' by Alan Ayckbourn,
which was the first play they produced on the Downham Stage.
The group even cast the same leading man for the part of 'Norman' - the philanderer
at the centre of the plot. Bob Cleeve played this part in 1989 and led a supporting
cast of old and new players in what was a successful rerun in 2009.
Stage Two moved to Downham in 1989, when their Waddington venue became
unavailable and changed its name to fit their new home. Over a period of 20 years,
the group has proudly presented thirty-nine plays in this hall.

Thank you for all the support you have given us over the years and I hope you will
enjoy tonight's performance of "Living Together", which takes place over the
same period of time as did "Round And Round The Garden" and

"Table Manners" , but showing, once again, events inside the house.
